TATTERSALL EARNS USA SOUTH HONOR
Greensboro College  linebacker Richard Tattersall

was named USA South defensive player-of-the-week on
Sept. 16. The Swansboro, N.C. senior recorded seven
solo and six assisted tackles in The Pride's 13-7 double
overtime win over Chowan. Tattersall averages 13.5 tack-
les each game. He leads the conference and is 25th in the
nation in individual tackles.

PRIDE DEFENSE THIRD IN NATION
The Greensboro College defensive unit is ranked third among NCAA

Division III teams. GC is allowing just 125 yards per-game and trails only
Wartburg (55 YPG) and Ithaca  (106 YPG). The Pride is ranked in top 25
in all other defensive categories.

Assistant Head Coach/Defensive Coordinator Bill Young’s “D” shut out
Apprentice, 20-0 to open the season. The Pride was 35 seconds short of
recording another donut at Chowan, but the Braves tallied to send the game
to overtime.

THE PRIDE SKINNY
Greensboro College is 2-0 for the first time in the seven years of Pride

football. Additionally, GC is 1-0 in the USA South Athletic Conference
after its 13-7 double overtime win at Chowan on Sept. 13.

“Our program is all about setting new standards,” said Pride Head Coach
Neal Mitchell. “Winning a non-conference game was something we didn’t
do last year, so beating Apprentice was important. Being 2-0 is a huge step
for the psyche of GC football.”

SEA GULL SKINNY:
Salisbury completed its most successful season in 16 years by posting a

9-2 final record in 2002 and earning a berth in the NCAA playoff tourna-
ment.  SU finished fourth in the nation in rushing offense with an average
of 313.5 ypg, and had two players finish with over 1,000-yards rushing for
the season. The Gulls also finished among the national leaders in rushing
defense and total defense. SU has made six post-season appearances since
the program began in 1972—including a berth in the NCAA Division III
championship game in 1986.

THE SERIES:
GC and Salisbury have met four times on the gridiron. The series is

deadlocked 2-2, with each team winning on its home field. The history of
the series is as follows:

LAST  TIME: Salisbury 23, Greensboro 18
Bolstered by Erik Naglee’s field goals of 50 yards and 20 yards, Greens-

boro  College led 6-0 with 35 seconds left before
halftime.

WR Priest Everhart scored on a 20-yard pass
with 13:13 left in the game. Following a blocked
punt, Greensboro then scored again on a five-yard
pass from Anthony Durham to Ricky Moore with
8:00 remaining. Quentin Caldwell led Pride run-
ners with 81 yards on 23 carries.

Yet Tony Ellis rushed for 176 yards and two
touchdowns as Salisbury won, 23-18. Salisbury  en-
tered the game ranked second in the nation in rush-
ing.

THE  SWAMI  SAYS...
Something has to give. Both teams are 2-0, stop the run,  and play good

defense. Continued strong play on special teams and defense is essential to
GC’s success. Yet Salisbury is ranked 25th in the current AFCA poll.  The
Pride needs its best offensive performance of the year if it expects to upend
the Sea Gulls today and improve to 3-0.
