At least 
nine ODAC records were broken or tied 
in the contest. Guilford quarterback Josh 
Vogelbach completed 46 passes for 592 
yards, both ODAC records, and six touch-
downs. His 592 passing yards rank sixth 
in NCAA Division III history. The junior 
broke the ODAC career records for pass-
ing yardage and touchdowns. Through 24 
college games, Vogelbach stands 15th in 
NCAA Division III history with 8,723 pass-
ing yards and has 94 career scoring strike.
